The only overnight bereavement  
camp of its kind in the area, Camp Erin-
Philadelphia 2009 hosted 85 grieving 
children from the Philadelphia area. 

Thanks to the partnership between the 
Moyer Foundation of Seattle, Washington 
(Founded by Phillies Pitcher Jamie Moyer 
and his wife Karen), Diamond Ridge Camps 
of Jamison, PA, and Penn Wissahickon 
Hospice, Camp Erin–Philadelphia is  
offered free of charge. 

The camp is a weekend-long camp for 
children aged 6-17 who have experienced 
the death of a significant person in their 
lives. The camp is a traditional and fun 
camp experience designed to create a safe 
place for children to gain support from 
adults and other grieving children, to 
learn new skills for self expression, and to 
participate in activities in memory of the 
person who died. Counselors, social workers 
and specially trained volunteers lead grief 
activities and supervise recreation.
