Payment Policy

The Penn Program for Stress Management (PPSM) has implemented the following policies to make tuition/class payment understandable and fair. PPSM expects participants in its programs to respect and adhere to these policies.

Registration - To register and thus reserve a seat in a class, PPSM requires the registrant to complete a registration form and pay a $100 deposit. (Full payment is preferred to a deposit.) PPSM must have a completed registration form and deposit to hold a seat for a registrant. The registration form should be emailed, faxed, or mailed to 3930 Chestnut St., 6th Floor, Philadelphia, PA 19104. Fax number: 215.615.2729. ** Please note that snail mail can take up to 3 weeks to get to our office. If we do not receive your form by the registration deadline (even if it is postmarked before this date), or if classes fill up in the meanwhile, we may not be able to register you in to the program

Payment Methods - Registrants may pay by check, money order or credit card. Unfortunately, PPSM does not accept American Express.

Final Payment - Any outstanding balance must be paid by the beginning of the first class. If a registrant pays the deposit with a credit card, the registrant's balance will be automatically charged to their credit card on the day after first day of class, unless the balance is paid another way. Registrants who pay by check are expected to bring a check with the balance on it to the first class. 

Payment Arrangements - PPSM may make payment arrangements with registrants if they provide ample evidence of need for special accommodation. In general, the payment arrangement will require the registrant to pay the $100 deposit before the class starts and pay half of the remaining balance at the beginning of the class. The second half of the remaining balance must be paid by the fourth week of the program.

Refund Policy - Deposit checks or credit card charges are refundable up until 48 hours prior to commencement of the program. Please note that once classes have begun the program fee is non-refundable.

Failure to Pay - Participants who fail to pay their balances will be asked to leave the program. They may keep the program's materials so long as they paid the $100 deposit.
